One thing that | have discovered in my nearly 50 years of LBC ownership, is that the
likelihood of failure is inversely proportional to the cost of the spare part and its
proximity to the vehicle. | just purchased a quality reproduction fuel pump for the TR
and, except for not having "AC" cast into it, is an exact duplicate.It will look fantastic if

| ever have to install it. Hopefully its substantial cost will negate its ever being needed.
Of course, I'm tempting fate by not having it inthe car. That's the other part of the
formula, the further you are from the part, the more likely it is to fail. The belt on the
hook or the box of fuses on the workbench are as useless as how the pilots say are the
above you, the runway behind yowor the fuel you left in the truck at the airfield.

As for tools, usually a flat screwdriver, Phillips screwdriver (milk of magnesia and
vodka) and an adjustable spanner for knuckle busting as well as your jack and lug nut
spanner should suffice.For longer trips, make sure that you have the two most useful
tools of all: cellular phone and AAA or car insurance towing service! Owning a TR7, |
know whereof | speak.
